KompoZer is a WYSIWYG HTML Editor based on Nvu. It is maintained by a community-driven fork and is a project on Sourceforge. In plain English, that means it is free software. The original name was Nvu, but the bugs were removed before it was renamed Kompozer.

In March 2007 it was featured on Download.com's as one of the best free alternatives to Adobe CS3, where it was favorably compared to Adobe Dreamweaver.

Starter tips for creating basic Web pages:

· Double-click icon to open. It opens with a blank page.

· Close the tips window that will keep opening until you tell it to stop

· Save the page: File>Save (lowercase letters only and no spaces)

· It will ask you for a page title. Be sure to name it something appropriate for search engines. Then click okay. It will ask for a file name and location

· Name it “index.html” (The index file is always the home page. Don’t use that file name again unless you create a new folder within your site.

· Save it to the folder named My Web Site in your documents folder where you stored your image earlier

· Insert>table>The table properties window opens. Chose either quickly or precisely to choose size of table and number or rows and columns. To repeat the class project choose precisely and click 2 rows and 2 columns with 1 point border. Then click the cell tab and pick 2 cellspacing and  2 cellpadding

· Double-click a cell, in the properties window choose vertical under content alignment. This puts content at top of window

· If you want a left side navigation bar, grab the very top divider between columns and drag to somewhere between 100 and  200 pixels

· Select the navigation bar and right click. In the properties window choose Table Cell Properties. Click the Background color box and then the color box. Choose a color. A second properties window will open and ask if it is okay to apply. Click okay

· Put some text in the main cell, then try and type the links in the left

· Save

· Put your cursor to the left of the first word in main column

· Insert image>a property box will open and want the location of your file. You have to choose relative or absolute link at this point

· After choosing the image type in a good description under the alternate text area. This is for vision readers.

· Double click the photo for a new properties window. Choose Dimensions to resize, Appearance to add a border or wrap text, or link to make the image a hot spot. Click okay

· Save

· Highlight some text. Go to format and choose font.pick a font

· In the toolbar choose the size or any other attributes you want

· File save as school, hobby, 4-h, etc. Choose two other file names

· Highlight some text to link, right click it and choose create link. Click the folder window and find the file or type in the absolute link, click open, then okay

· Do that for all your links, then copy and paste into the other two pages

· Save

· This is only enough to get started. There are 1000’s of variations and file types that can change the structure or aesthetics of your pages.

Publishing to your Web site

· Have an open file that you want to publish, click publish and choose settings

· Under HTTP address type in either the URL of your choosing or during class it is this address: http://www.username.5gbfree.com. If you had your own domain name and hosting server you would type that information in here

· Under the Publishing Server type in this address: ftp://username.5gbfree.com
· Enter your user name and password

· The file and dependent files should be loaded onto the server
