Preparations are being made to allow four (4) youth to represent 4-H and the Center for Governmental Training &
Technology (CGT) for one week during the 2011 Mississippi Legislative session. These youth will serve in either the
Mississippi Senate or the Mississippi House of Representatives during the week of March 14-18, 2011.

All 4-H youth interested in participating should complete the Legislative Page Internship Program Application. This
application is available at the Extension Office. Applicants must be between the ages of 14-19 (as of January 1, 2011), in
high school or a freshman in college and have a grade average of at least a “B.” If selected, the applicant must agree to
adhere to all behavioral standards expected of 4-H members. The application must be postmarked no later than Friday,
February 11, 2011 to Mississippi State to be considered. Please give special attention to this date. If the application is faxed
(662-325-8954), it must be received by 5:00 p.m. on that same day.

After a selection committee reviews all applications, four (4) individuals will be selected and notified via mail or e-mail.
It is especially important that applicants express their knowledge of, involvement with, and interest in issues relating to
citizenship, leadership and governmental functions. Youth must be a member of 4-H to serve in this program.

STATE 4-H LEADERSHIP TEAM

The State 4-H Leadership Team is made up of 4-H’ers from all over the state. Members are selected on the basis of an
application and interview each spring. Throughout the year they assist with 4-H events in the state, including helping lead
Club Congress.
