Awards will be presented at the 2010 4-H Awards Banquet 
 

County Champion Awards  

These awards (excluding volunteer & sportsmanship) will receive monetary awards along with an award. 
  

Cloverleaf Award ïawarded to 4-H members ages 8-9.  Those eligible must complete an Award Application Form and return it 

to the extension office on the given date.  Applications are judged based on the 4-H members involvement and competition 

in their 4-H project area or areas.  A 4-H member can only apply and win this award one time. 

 

Jr. Award  ïawarded to 4-H members ages 10-11.  Those eligible must complete an Award Application Form and return it to 

the extension office on the given date.  Applications are judged based on the 4-H members involvement and competition in 

their 4-H project area and areas.  A 4-H member can only apply and win this award one time. 

 

Intermediate Award  ïawarded to 4-H members ages 12-13.  Those eligible must complete an Award Application Form and 

return it to the extension office on the given date.  Applications are judged based on the 4-H members involvement and 

competition in their 4-H project area and areas.  A 4-H member can only apply and win this award one time. 

 

Sr. Award - awarded to 4-H members ages 14-18.  Those eligible must complete an Award Application Form and return it to 

the extension office on the given date.  Applications are judged based on the 4-H members involvement and competition in 

their 4-H project area and areas.  A 4-H member can only apply and win this award twice. 

 

Outstanding Volunteer Award ïThis award is given to the 4-H Volunteer who during the year done an outstanding job assist-

ing their 4-H members, having club meetings, putting on workshops and assisting the Union County 4-H program.  Volun-

teer candidates will be required to complete an Outstanding Volunteer Application. 

 

Outstanding Club Award ï This year clubs will be required to complete an Outstanding 4-H Club application.  Applications 

will then be judged and scored to determine the winner. 

 

Cooking Club Award ï A 4-H cooking club member will receive the Outstanding Cooking Club member award for their ac-

complishments in the Food & Nutrition Project Area.  Those having perfect attendance for cooking club meetings will also 

receive an award. 

 

Sportsmanship Awards 

 

Two Sportsmanship Awards will be given each year.  One to a livestock exhibitor and one to a horse exhibitor.  4-H members 

will be selected based on the 5 Pillars of Character (Trustworthiness, Respect, Responsibility, Fairness, Caring and Citizen-

ship).  A large emphasis will also be put on the 4-H memberôs attitude and sportsmanship. 

 

Record Book Awards 
 

Individual 4-H members who complete a 4-H record book, submit it for judging and receive a blue ribbon will each receive an 

award of either money or a trophy during the 4-H Awards Banquet.  Blue ribbon record books also receive money on the 

state level. 

Club secretaries can also submit a 4-H Club Record Book for their club to be judged.  Blue ribbon records will receive awards 

from the state and the county.   

Volunteer leaders can submit a 4-H Volunteer Record to be judged on the state level.  The winning volunteer record will win a 

trip to National 4-H Congress in Atlanta, Georgia. 

 

Leadership Award 

Members of the Union County 4-H Leadership Team will submit for judging a list of leadership and citizenship activities in 

which they have completed.  They will also submit a short story about one event to be judged for the award of $50.  The 

judges will judge both the list of activities and the story for the award.
